The southern exposure and open horizon were
the organizing principles. The exterior outline;
entrance; and cable, pipe, duct and tube
installations were the only restrictions.

The ground-floor entrance led the public
spaces to occupy the entire floor plan,
which was clearly favoured due to

the view and orientation.
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The entrance guides traffic toward the living
room through an intermediate space lined
with dark crystal. In the austerely simple linear
kitchen, everything is hidden behind hinged
lacquered doors.

The kitchen, living room and dining area
form a visually, functionally and aesthetically
unified space around the nucleus of vertical
movement.

The central staircase was fully treated

with cement in a gray patina with carefully
designed discreet lighting.

The surfaces of the two sides of the entrances
to all three bedrooms on the first floor were
accented with wood, striking a bold contrast
with the coldness of cement and mirror.

In the master bedroom, a wardrobe with
glass sliding doors, bathroom, counter sink,
shower, closed cabinets and linear shelves
are all arranged around the central bed.
Here gray hues dominate, alongside

dark glass surfaces and mirrors.

Lighting, whether concealed or in the room’s
limits, lets daylight shine through.

The recreation area for shared family activities

is located in the basement. A generous, ample

— both in area and height — space, in direct
contact with the courtyard outside, expands
the dimensions and visual escape points.
The sunlight reflections on the floor through
the pool led to the decision to approach the
roof as an interplay of irregularly intersecting
lighting axes. The composition is completed
by a central bar, which is the only visible
element in this space.

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Every angle and element of the apartment

was subject to detailed planning. Specific
solutions for integrating building elements

that did not harmonize with the architectural
approach were provided; the electromechanical
components were carefully concealed

behind linings or became integral elements

in designing the ceilings and lighting.
